1. Reason – why should the mission of Mount of Olives be experienced? 

 1) Reason  

(1) In order to be prepared for disasters that would come momentarily (70 

A.D.) 

(2) In order to be prepared for a disaster that would take place in Pompeii in 

79 A.D. 

(3) In order to be prepared for hardships that would last for about 2000 years 

and restoration of true Israel 

 2) Last pulpit 

  (1) New imprint, root, nature (Acts 9:15, 20:24) 

  (2) My mission (evangelism) – Acts 1:1-8, 14, 2:1-47, Romans 16:1-27 

(world evangelization) 

 

2. Content – content of Mount of Olives (40-day concentration) 

 1) Field of healing  

 

 

(1) Healing of past – what has been long-standing (Jewish ideology, faith, 

institution), individual destruction state 

(2) Healing of life – thought, powerlessness, disaster (Acts 13, 16, 19) 

(3) Healing of system – system for physical body (principle of creation), mind 

(principle of inner side), spiritual (communication with God) 

2) Field of concentration – power to prevail anything (restoration of 21 

fundamentals of life) 

(1) Concentration on mission – myself (who God made), my things (that God 

has prepared), my fields (that God has reserved) 

(2) Concentration on the Word – Acts 1:1, 3, 8 (imprint, root, nature) 

3) Field of dispatch – time of dispatch to the Church and the world holding on 

to the covenant of Acts 1:8 

 

3. Method – how to experience this?

(1) Morning time (Psalms 5:3) 

 (2) Night time (Psalms 17:3) 

 (3) Day time (Psalms 23:1) 

 2) Forum of Mount of Olives 

  (1) Incorrect problem (Jews) and correct problem (answer, Acts 1:1, 3, 8) 

  (2) Incorrect mission and correct mission (Acts 1:14) 

  (3) What belongs to the world (12 problems) and what belongs to God (three 

festivals, Acts 2:1-47)
