2. He appears as the one who will lighten the load, the one who will "break his yoke from off you
and burst your bonds apart” (Nahum 1:12~13) “Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden,
and | will give you rest” (Matt 11:28)

3. He appears as "a stronghold in the day of trouble." (Nahum 1:7)

4. He appears as the one who will bring judgement, "a complete end of the adversaries."
(Nahum 1:8)

5. He appears as the one who "is slow to anger." (Nahum 1:3)
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
