¥ Gospel Message of the Cross %

Who am I? When did the ongoing suffering of this earth begin?
Is there a way to solve these problems? How can we receive salvation?
What kind of blessings are there for those who are saved?
Here is the answer that the Bible gives.

1. Me that God Made

God created everything in heaven and on earth (Genesis 1: 1). The fish were made to live in the water, the
trees were made to live rooted down in the ground and the birds were made to live in the sky. So how was a
mankind created? God created man in the image of God, with a soul, and was created for the glory of God
(Genesis 1: 27-28). Therefore, man is happy only when they live with God.

2. Me that Left God

Everyone in this land has a number of problems and sufferings, including personal problem, family problem,
child problem, economic problem, and physical illness. But the Bible says that the cause of all of these
problems is the spiritual problem. What is this problem? The first is the problem of Satan and the devil (John
8:44), the second is the problem of unbelief (Genesis 3: 1-6), and the third is sin, the problem of original sin
(Romans 3:23). Due to these three problems, everyone who has left God has no choice but to go through
suffering. (Romans5:12)

3. What is the Result of Leaving God?

Those who have left God have lost eternal life and are only alive in flesh but have become spiritually dead
(Ephesians 2: 1-3). That is why people create idol worship for themselves (Exodus 20: 4-5). They start to
worship the sun, the moon, the stars, the various fishes of the sea, and the animals of the earth. (Mark 5: 1-
10). However, the physical body suffers from various diseases, and the problems of life (marital problems,
children problem, economic problems, etc.) are not resolved. (Acts 8: 4-8). And one day, when these people
die, they will eventually go to hell, which is eternal suffering (Luke 16: 19-31). Not only that, these problems are
passed on to their children and they also live in midst of the same suffering. (Matthew 27: 25).

4. Can We Solve This Problem with the Way of the World?

Many people have created a number of ways to solve the problem of suffering. The first is a religious way
(Acts 4:12). The second is through good deeds and service (Isaiah 64: 6). The third is through philosophy and
science (Colossians 2: 8). In the end, many of those who deny the existence of God and live according to their
will and strength fall into their own limitations and fall into drugs, alcohol, gambling, sex addiction, and even
committing suicide.

5. There is a Path of Eternal Resolution Given by God.

Mankind can never solve the spiritual problems (devil, unbelief, original sin) by his or her own
strength. God has revealed the only one way for us who has become sinners (Romans 5: 8). He
promised Christ to solve the eternal problem that began with the first man Adam (Genesis 3:15)
and sent Christ to this land. And He is Jesus (Matthew 16:16). Jesus is the way of salvation to
meet God (John 14: 6), the way to resolve the suffering of sin and curses (Mark 10:45), and He
is the only way to break down Satan’s authority (1 John 3: 8).

6. How can We Receive Salvation?

God did not ask us for anything else. We just need to believe in the Word of God and Christ
Jesus who He has sent (John 5:24). The one sent by God, Jesus Christ, is my Lord, and He has
solved all my sins and curses through his death on the cross. Now, believe and confess His
crucifixion and resurrection (Romans 10: 9-10). At this time, you will be saved from the etemal
problem of the devil, sin, and suffering that came from leaving God.

7. What are the Blessings that the Saved Person Receive?

When you accept Jesus as my Christ, then you become a child of God (John 1:12). He will be
with you through Holy Spirit and will guide you eternally (John 14:16-17). When a saved child of
God holds on to the promise of God and pray, God will answer your prayers (John 15:7). And
when you pray in the Name of Jesus, forces of darkness will be crushed down (Luke 10:19). The
Lord will send His angels and work through your prayers (Hebrews 1:14). Your background is the
Kingdom of God (Philippians 3:20) and as long as you are living on this earth, God will use you
as the ones to save this world (Matthew 28:18-20).
